Three most common HTTP methods 

GET
The GET method means retrieves whatever information (in the form of an entity) is known by the Request-URI. If the Request-URI refers to a data-producing method, it's the created information that shall be came back because the entity within the response and not the supply text of the method, unless that text happens to be the output of the process.
 HEAD
The HEAD method is identical to GET except that the server MUST NOT return a message-body in the response. The met data contained within the HTTP headers in response to a HEAD request SHOULD be identical for the data sent in response to a GET request. This technique will be used for getting met data concerning the entity silent by the request while not transferring the entity-body itself. This technique is commonly used for testing hypertext links for validity, accessibility, and up to date modification.

POST
The POST method is used to request that the origin server settle for the entity embedded within the request as a replacement subordinate of the resource known by the Request-URI within the Request-Line.
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
